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production and distribution, and we involve 
ourselves in workshops and training initia-
tives and we help with technical equipment. 
The sums we can provide might not be enor-
mously huge, but put in the right place at the 
right time they can really make a change and 
in the end hopefully enhance the growth of 
a locally based film industry where it’s most 
needed. 

The following is a presentation of what 
the Göteborg International Film Festival 
Fund has been involved in over the years. 
An amazing list of efforts, a proof of creativ-
ity expressed under mostly hard conditions. 
In 2011 we are celebrating a new record by 
presenting as many as thirteen new films, 
supported by the fund, in the programme of 
the 34th Göteborg International Film Festi-
val! Their topics range from childless goats 
to the nature of the virtual world to pre-war 
Yugoslavia and we are extremely proud of 
being part of the realisation of the dreams 
of the filmmakers behind them. 

Festivals are one of few windows for 
films from parts of the world we seldom 
see in the cinemas or even on the small-
er screens. Over the years those films have 
become fewer and fewer. Even though new 
technical possibilities are available, as well 
as less costly, it has not become easier to pro-
duce films in the poorer parts of our globe. 
The lack of training, equipment, production 
facilities, distribution and funding is widen-
ing the gap between north and south and big 
international co-productions are often nec-
essary to make projects advance. 

There are a number of festival funds 
operating in Europe today, with the aim to 
improve this fact. Göteborg Internation-
al Film Festival Fund works close together 
with the Hubert Bals Fund of Rotterdam. 
What we have in common, except for our 
way of working, is the fact that we would be 
nothing without our governments. In our 
case it is the cultural department of SIDA 
(the Swedish International Development 
Cooperation Agency) that provides the nec-
essary means for our operations. We also 
have an ongoing conversation and exchange 
of experiences with other funds, like the 
World Cinema Fund in Berlin, trying to find 
new ways to perform in a quite difficult field 
of work. 

Over the years we have worked out a 
practice that is the base for everything we 
do. We operate in three areas: We support 
development of projects, we support post Åsa Bernlo

Little Voices is an animated documentary 
based on interviews and drawings of 8–13 
year old children who have grown up in the 
middle of violence and chaos in Colombia. 
The stories have been illustrated and ani-
mated based on the original drawings of 
the children. 

In the film, which grew out of an awardwin-
ning short film with the same title, we meet 
four Colombian children who have seen 
their lives disrupted by the violence of the 
long conflicts in Columbia. One of them has 

been recruited as a guerilla soldier, another 
has lost his arm due to a flying exploding 
object in his garden. 

With a collage of styles the two direc-
tors give us a film that don’t take sides 
just describes reality and the result of it, 
seen through the kids’ eyes. This is 
a beautiful and powerful, 
sweet and sad film 
full of children’s sto-
ries – but not for chil-
dren to watch.

Directors Biography

Jairo Eduardo Carrillo is a full time lecturer at the Universidad de 
los Andes in the department of design in Colombia, where he teaches animation. He 
co-directed the film God brings together and they fall apart and Muertos de miedo. He 
directed his first short film Little voices which was premiered in Venice in 2003.

Oscar Andrade is a film and tv producer graduated at the National University of 
Colombia. He worked as a video designer, animator and multimedia programmer and 
then founded the Jaguar Digital Workshop as well as LOOP, the latin
american animation & videogames festival, where he is the director.

A few years ago when he was on holiday 
in Kuma, an old friend of his father asked 

“You’re what?”, meaning that he wanted to 
know if he was Evalou, Essakpa or Kondon, 
the three names of the main stages of ini-
tiation. 

In the film Luc Abaki Koumeabalo returns 
to dig deeper into the mystery of his culture. 
And to finally be initiated, in his own way, 
by making a film about his country’s ances-
tral traditions. 

Director Biography

Luc Abaki Koumeabalo is a Togolese journalist. He studied to a Master of Arts in 
Communication and Semiotics at the University of Lome. He has worked as a jour-
nalist for various international media. He wrote the script for the documentary Togo, 
Anatomy of a Succession (2009). Kondonna (2011) is his first film and will have its 
world premiere at GIFF.

Studied at the Film Academy 
of Ljubljana (AGRFT) from 1995. 

This film project rests on the conviction that 
it is possible and desirable to conceive and 
reanimate the cultural space of ex-Yugosla-
via on new foundations, which would not be 
sabotaged by the burden of the violent wars 
of the 1990s. It contains five intertwined 
stories, reflecting the sensibility of the new 
generation – their temperament, dilemmas, 
doubts, hopes, and fears. The idea was to 
make an ex Yugoslavian omnibus film, di-
rected by young, mostly first time women 
directors from respectively Bosnia-Herze-
govina, Croatia, Macedonia (FYROM), 
Slovenia and Serbia. The film deals with the 

problems of today’s youth against the back-
ground of the consequences of war: the cri-
sis in society and the crisis of morality. Each 
of the five stories contains details revealing 
the nature of current political and social 
events. The film as a whole is united in the 
dramaturgical sense by the theme of preg-
nancy and the creation of new life both in a 
real and metaphorical sense.

Some Other Stories is the first project in 18 
years, cultural or otherwise, that was joint-
ly financed by all former Yugoslav republics 
since 1991! 

”This film is a fascinating portrait of a region where the most recent history has 
made a deep impact. (…) It’s not easy to make any film, but this one was really 
exceptional in difficulty, for various reasons: on the one hand, complicated 
work on the five screenplays in order to fulfill the concept of the film as a whole, 
and, on another hand, to provide the authenticity and autonomy of each story. 
This demanded a lot of understanding and tolerance.”

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The principal goal of the Göteborg 
International Film Festival Fund, GIFFF, 
is to help filmmakers in developing 
countries to realise their film projects. The 
primary object of the fund is to provide 
assistance in filmmaking within the 
following three prime areas:

Film Development Assistance 

– by reaching filmmakers who are in the de-
veloping stages of a project and need support 
to continue and complete their films and by 
supporting workshops and training.

Post Production Assistance 

– by helping locally initiated and produced 
films, encompassing technical and distribu-
tion assistance, or both.

Technical Assistance 

– by contributing to the creation of small, 
self-sufficient technical centres where film-
makers and producers can work on projects 
and train others in technical aspects of film-
making. 

The primary target group for the Göteborg 
International Film Festival Fund are locally 
based, young filmmakers. The GIFFF also 
concentrates on providing opportunities 
for discussion on gender and promote 
female directors.

All projects sent to the GIFFF are assessed 
by the film fund coordinator, followed by 
a selection committee and finishing with a 
final selection by a group of competent film 
experts.

Objectives 

Development support can be given 
through three different ways:

1. Local Selection

GIFFF has cultivated relations at nation-
al local level, based on mutual sustainabil-
ity and long-term vision. All local partner 
centres are continuously evaluated and re-
viewed. The local partner centres select local 
film projects from their respective regions 
that are pitched to expert panels. 

GIFFF chooses projects to receive deve-
lopment assistance. For more information 

about becoming a local partner contact 
the Göteborg International Film Festival 
Fund.

2. Applying

Projects can apply for development support 
directly from GIFFF. 
A.
The GIFFF awards financial support for de-
velopment once a year. The closing date for 
applications is October 1. Applicants must 
use the web based GIFFF application form.

100.000.

The following documents should be posted 
to complete the application; A one page syn-
opsis, a treatment and, if existing, a script. 
A financial plan including support from 
other funds. The filmography (CV) of the 
filmmaker, any of the filmmaker’s previous 
films on DVD. 

D.
Applications must be in English.

E.
Applications will not be filed or returned to 
the applicant and the GIFFF selection com-
mittee do not state their reasons for any re-
jection of a project.

3. Workshops and Training

The GIFFF also contribute with support to 
workshops and training programs all over 
the world. The workshops and training pro-
grams shall create opportunities for devel-
opment and further education in the areas 
of film and television. The cooperating part-
ners working with the workshops must op-
erate in countries classified as LDC or LIC 
as categorised by DAC (OECD), see www.
oecd.org/dac/stats/daclist. The maximum 
support for a workshop or a training pro-
gram is SEK 100.000. Deadline is twice a 
year: March 1 and October 1.

In case of receiving development support 
from the GIFFF the recipient undertake to:
A.
Provide GIFFF with a report stating the out-
come of the workshop/training program no 
later than three (3) months after its com-
pletion. Or (in the case of project develop-
ment support) to keep GIFFF informed on 
the project’s development after receiving the 
funding.

B.
Give any GIFFF representative full access 
to the workshop/training program or film 
project material if requested.

C.
Issue a press release regarding the funding 
given by GIFFF.

D.
Display GIFFF as sponsor in all material 
concerning the project/workshop/training 
program.

E.
Ensure that any film credits will include the 
GIFF logo and the line »produced with fi-
nancial support by the Göteborg Interna-
tional Film Festival Fund« which will also be 
accorded in all paid advertising by or under 
control of the producer in connection to a 
film produced with support from GIFFF.

F.
Provide Göteborg International Film Festi-
val with print for screening when and if the 
film is ready.
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The GIFFF supports feature films, docu-
mentaries and television projects in post 
production. All projects are regarded in 
terms of their artistic qualities and the se-
lection criteria are a three-stage process, 
whereby projects are sifted based upon re-
alistic economic possibilities and general 
film quality that make the basis for a qual-
ity film. 
 T he GIFFF awards financial support for 
post production once a year. The clos-
ing date for applications is March 1st. The 
GIFFF rules regarding post production sup-
port states that:

1. 
GIFFF gives priority to filmmakers and film 
projects from countries that are classified as 
LDC or LIC as categorised by DAC (OECD), 
see www.oecd.org/dac/stats/daclist
2. 
Projects must be original and firmly root-
ed in the culture of the country of the film-
maker.
3.
Projects must contribute to the development 
of the local film industry and local film mak-
ing skills.
4.
Applicants for the GIFFF must have other 
supporting partners and must be able to 
clearly indicate that they are able to secure 
all the necessary remaining financial assist-
ance. GIFFF support will be awarded only 
when the rest of the financial support has 
been secured.
5.
Applicants must use the web based GIFFF 
application form. The link to the form can be 
obtained from filmfund@giff.se or through 
the Göteborg International Film Festival 
website www.giff.se.

6.
The following documents should be inclu
ded with the application: A one page synop-
sis, a script, a detailed budget and a financial 
plan, the filmography (CV) of the filmmak-
er, any of the filmmaker’s previous films on 
DVD, and a rough-cut DVD or sample of 
rushes. If applying for distribution support 
a distribution plan must be presented.
7.
The maximum amount awarded is SEK 
400.000. 
8.
Applications will not be processed without 
all of the required documents.
9.
Applications must be in English. 
10.
Applications will not be filed or returned to 
the applicant and the GIFFF selection com-
mittee do not state their reasons for any re-
jection of a project.
In case of receiving post production sup-
port from the GIFFF the following regula-
tions apply:
A.
Support from the GIFFF gives the GIFFF ex-
clusive rights to all distribution within Swe-
den in all existing media and new media for 
five (5) years commencing on the day of re-
cieving the last financial installment from 
the GIFFF. The GIFFF reserves all rights to 
the proceeds of the film in Sweden during 
the licence period.
B.
The fund has the exclusive DVD rights in 
Scandinavia.
C.
50 percent of the film’s production and post 
production support is made payable at the 
time of signing the agreement and the other 
50 percent at the time of the delivery of one 
print with English subtitles.

Post Production Support
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The GIFFF can be of assistance in the devel-
opment of local technical facilities, training 
of local personnel and development of local 
companies to ensure a long-term sustain-
ability in the technical facility.
Deadline is twice a year: March 1 and October 
1.
The technical support can only be granted 
to unestabilshed and emerging filmmak-
ers in disadvantaged areas. The GIFFF de-
mands a long-term commitment and a will 
to work to build something that will last 
and also be beneficial to a wider range of 
people.

In case of receiving technical assistance 
support from the GIFFF the recipient un-
dertake to:

A.
Provide GIFFF with an annual report about 
the technical facility.
B.
Give any GIFFF representative full access to 
the technical facility.
C.
Issue a press release regarding the funding 
given by GIFFF.
D.
Display GIFFF as sponsor in all material 
concerning the project.

Technical Assistance

D.
The film’s copyright, ownership, original 
picture and sound negative film and all al-
lied ancillary and subsidiary rights therein, 
should be vested in the producer.
E.
The negative film and any other original 
material should be stored in a laboratory to 
be designated by the producer in the name 
of the producer. Both the producer and the 
GIFFF have full access to the material. 
F.
The producer guarantees that: 
I.
The film’s credits will include the GIFF logo 
and the line »produced with financial sup-
port by the Göteborg International Film 
Festival Fund« which will also be accorded 
in all paid advertising by or under control of 
the producer in connection with the film; 

II.
The film’s Scandinavian première will take 
place at the Göteborg International Film 
Festival unless the producer and the GIFFF 
have entered upon another agreement;
iii.
The stated producer is the sole legitimate 
owner of the film and the GIFFF is indemni-
fied against any claims from third parties;
iv.
The producer will provide the GIFFF with a 
continual update on the progress of the film; 
v.
The producer will render an account of the 
total production cost to the GIFFF after 
completion of the film; 
vi. 
The producer will provide the GIFFF with 
continual information on the distribution 
and participation of the film at film festivals;
vii.
The producer will regularly send press re-
views and clippings about the film to the 
GIFFF.
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In addition to the individual film projects the Göteborg International 
Film Festival Fund has supported a number of different work shops, edu-
cation projects and technical facilities all over the world.

We have an extensive partnership with the Pusan International Film 
Festival (South Korea), the Sarajevo International Film Festival (Bosnia), 
Cinergia (San José, Costa Rica), the Fespaco (Ouagadougou, Burkina 
Faso) and the Durban International Film Festival (South Africa). We 
co‑operate with the Imagine school (Ouagadougou, Burkina Faso), 
the Maisha Film Lab (Kampala, Uganda), the Organisation Shashat 
(Ramallah, Palestine), the Rwanda Film Festival Training Programme 
(Kigali, Rwanda), the organisation Arcadia (Guatemala City, Guatemala) 
the Manana Youth Center (Yerevan, Armenia), the Documentary Open 
Skool (Nepal) and the Ciné Lekòl (Haiti).

(Kampala, Uganda), the Cinemanila International Film Festival (Manila, 
Philippines), the Zanzibar International Film Festival (Tanzania), TyPA
